Transparency in the Digital Workflows

Digitization Policies
The group reviewed proposed policies for digitization, specifically of special collections and reformatting workflows. These policies likely will not pertain to Media and Born Digital Preservation given the different access needs for those materials. Policies will address publishing of digitized materials, metadata requirements for digitization, resource allocation for projects and curatorial preparation for digitization.  

Resource page for external patrons
Digitization managers (as well as Conservation managers) are creating a resource page to provide external patrons and parties information services.  This page will provide best practices and links to resources those we cannot provide services to.  

Best practices for digitization
Several years ago, the CAPT DPWG proposed streamlining naming of digital objects for archival collections. We are revisiting this conversation to simplify naming structures. 
Other best practices for digitization will be shared (likely on Preservation Services webpage). 

Digital Library Special Collections User Testing
User testing the Digital Library Special Collections is underway. Data from the study will be presented to RPA and SCARS.  John Laskowski is administering the testing. Krista Gray, Ana Rodriguez, Cara Bertram, and Angela Waarala worked on the questions for the testing. Interviews with undergrads and graduate students will soon conclude.

Digital Reformatting
Will Schlaack is working on the Uni High newspapers for IDNC. The scans were done by Paul K in the Uni High Library, but they require reformatting before ingest.  Completion is projected in November.
The NDNP grant in which we piloted a nomination process received over 60 nominations from across the state. For more information contact Will.



ii. Search, Discovery, Delivery- Bill Mischo

The newly reconstituted Working Group on Access, Discovery, and Delivery is comprised of: Michael Norman (co-chair), Jason Heldreth; M.J. Han, Tracy Tolliver, John Laskowski, Piper Martin, Amy Fry, Mary Schlembach, Bill Mischo (co-chair), and, newly added, Kate Lambaria. In discussions with Chris Prom, we wanted to add a Humanities person to the Working Group.  

The Working Group has met two times in the last couple of months. We have been looking at additional value-added links and information resources within Easy Search. 

We have added retracted article links into the EBSCO EDS and Scopus article displays, identifying retrieved articles that have been retracted by the publisher or author. Retracted articles have become a major issue in scholarly communications.  We have added a 47th database called the Supplementary Index – made up of current articles -- to the EBSCO EDS search and display. This has already proven useful. 

We examined the use of the ChatGPT-4 API within Easy Search but due to the fictitious articles and incorrect information provided by ChatGPT-4, we are not using it at the present time. We are looking at EBSCO’s plan for the use of Generative AI. 

We are studying the use of the Primo Central Index articles search and display and have added it to the development server for testing against EBSCO EDS and Scopus. Historically, the PCI articles have had a number of issues. 


iii. Web- John Laskowski

John demoed upcoming changes to the Library webpage that will be going live as a prototype. They will be collecting feedback from user experience which will be incorporated into a project brief to create a formalized replacement for the gateway.
