1. Guest Speaker – Mark Zulauf
· Works in the Scholarly Communications and Publishing Unit
· IDEALS, Digital Humanities, etc.
· Mark focuses on Research information management – Illinois Experts and ORCID
· Experts has grown into a full research information management system – a complementary system to IDEALS
· Works to bring together as much trustworthy information as possible for Illinois Experts, which has been online since Spring 2016
· Mark can enable back-end access upon request (view only)
· ORCID: Not tied to UIUC. Portable between institutions. 
· Nancy: Illinois Experts can be very helpful in locating “who does research on topic X”
· Nancy/Mark: Individuals can log in to make edits to their own Illinois Experts page
· Illinois Experts has publication data back to the 1950’s, patents to the 1960’s, and awards to the 1980’s
· Mark and his colleagues can work with faculty to address deficiencies in Illinois Experts
· Tenure system faculty are automatically added to Illinois Experts. They receive an introductory email when this occurs.
· For non-tenure system employees, there is an annual process. Individuals can request access at any time. 
· Office of the Provost does provide services if a profile has been defaced or fed false information
