· CARLI’s Cooperative Cataloging Policies for I-Share
· In June, the CARLI Governance Board approved the new Cooperative Cataloging Policies for I-Share, which combined and replaced previous cataloging policy documents. The group reviewed the document and determined that no significant changes to local cataloging practices are required.

· Special collections local notes in bibliographic records
· A plan for moving local notes to local extensions in Alma has been developed. It will be submitted to the Special Collections Division for their input. The division is very concerned about the display of MARC fields in the UIUC and I-Share catalogs.

· Deduplication of special collections materials in Primo
· A normalization rule is being used to prevent deduplication of bibliographic records for Map, RBML, and Illinois History and Lincoln Collections materials. Testing and review are ongoing.

· Display of Digital Library materials in Primo
· The logistics of uploading the Digital Library records into Primo have been worked out, and the Search, Discovery, and Delivery Working Group will discuss implementation in October.


ii. Electronic Resources- Wendy Shelburne	
· E-resources has not met in several months so there is no official report. They are pushing forward with SSO set up for several vendors. Oxford and Cambridge have been set up.
