Noteworthy News
1. Three L-CAP members met with the Executive Committee (EC) in July to talk about accomplishments of L-CAP and upcoming events.  Going forward L-CAP will meet with EC twice a year to discuss issues of interest to APs.
1. L-CAP plans a to administer a survey in the fall to determine issues of interest to APs, stay tuned.
1. Lessons learned by APPIT from the recent AP ranking process included items ranging from fairly mundane process issues (the submission form did not notify the submitting individual that their submission was successfully received) to more substantive concerns about clarifying the criteria in the ranking matrix for future promotion rounds and including APs parallel functions for APs that are available for tenure-line faculty such as resume/dossier guidance, consistent support for investigation time, and research support akin to that provided for the faculty. .
1. Next steps by APPIT: The final report from APPIT is due to EC is due in September. The goal is to turn over to EC a firm set of recommendations for next steps for implementing the first round of promotions in calendar year 2019.
