1. Minutes approved.
2. Celestina asked for a brief discussion about Oxford Online encyclopedia, as we have the option to order them through late March.  Wendy would prefer that everyone funnels their orders via Kate. The consensus is that these are important tools, especially as they are kept up-to-date unlike print sources, but they are very expensive. One option is to add them to the Desiderata list and hope they get purchased with end-of-the-year money. 
3. Collection development policies discussion—we decided to keep our collection development policies on our unit homepages (or not) and will no longer have Tom maintain and publicize them on the Office of Collections’ page. Paula will let Tom know.
4. Updates (committees and more)
a. AC (KJ) –AC held only one short meeting since early December. There was no update on how Library Administration plans to take the 1% cut, which will come out of the operations budget. The proposal for fixing the roof of the Main Library came back overbudget, so we will not be moving ahead with the renovation. 
b. CDC (PC) –Paula shared the happy news that campus has released $550,000 back to us, which Tom will spread amongst all subject funds. A question was raised about how the data from the T&F DDA will be used, so we are asking Tom to come to an upcoming meeting. Paula asked everyone’s opinion on Scopus, which the A&I TF was recently discussing with an eye to a possible cancellation. Two people said they used it; one only for her research. There was enthusiasm for Web of Science, as it includes Arts & Humanities Citation Index. Paula will convey responses to the chair of the TF.  
c. Digital Humanities (MT)—no update
d. EC (CSW and PMC)—the meeting update led to a short conversation on the use of anonymous feedback in the Unit Head Review process. Emilee offered to share information about recent reviews at FAA. 
e. Humanities Council (KJ)—no update
f. LSSC (CC)—met once and discussed upcoming conferences: ALA applications are coming up soon and LSSC hopes to send three people. They are also hoping to send some to ACRL for the first time and are crafting a proposal. 
g. O&E (SM)—no update
h. RMT (CSW)—RMT discussed Hub Training for the spring semester and has received sufficient proposals. There was concern about the recent roll-out of the new Primo functionality, so Kirstin is inviting Michael Nornan to come to an upcoming meeting. In the meanwhile, Paula and Celestina will speak to Mary Laskowski about the perceived disconnect between library tool development and instructional materials. 
5. Announcements/Events—The strategic planning TF will submit a draft report this week to EC. Elias is replacing Mary Ton on the committee for the Humanities Open House that will take place in fall 2025. Elias also mentioned the upcoming International Greek Language Day celebration, which will take place at RBML on Monday 2/10 starting at 3pm.
