2. Announcements and Discussion Items:
· CAPT Search, Discovery, and Delivery Working Group feedback on units’ specific discovery needs. 

Michael and Kate went over slides that discussed updates to search and discovery in PRIMO. PRIMO is changing its user interface; see University of Toronto. 

Michael said that when searching in Easy Search, we are searching a billion-item index.  This is the PRIMO central discovery index.  There are two versions of Easy Search: classic and Bento.  Kate and Michael wanted our input about which version we would like.  There was a question about where the Subject Suggestions and Contact Librarian Information came from.  Michael said it matches search terms to WorldCAT LC classes so it may not always be accurate. The classic version of Easy Search is getting hard to maintain.  There are always questions from patrons about what they are searching in Easy Search.  To include results from SCOPUS and Web of Science, users need to be logged in to PRIMO.  Easy Search will eventually go away.

There will be a virtual open house on Thursday December 11 from 3-4 that will discuss these changes.
