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Draft Charge:
The Discovery Partners Institute (DPI) is fast-moving effort to establish a new institute, with a substantial physical presence in Chicago, to “establish transdisciplinary collaborative partnerships to address 21st century societal grand challenges.”  DPI is the central hub in the Illinois Innovation Network (IIN), a virtually connected network of intellectual hubs. There is expected to be substantial cooperative engagement and an overarching message that DPI-IIN will serve the economic interests of the State of Illinois. These four points have been articulated as core to establishing the grand challenge areas (https://dpi.uillinois.edu/themes):

• Inspiration and guidance from industry & non-governmental organizations
• Purpose-driven research
• Accelerated transition of results through entrepreneurship and partnerships
• Education of the next-generation workforce

This Library Committee on DPI-IIN will interface with the Chancellor’s Advisory Committee on DPI-IIN and provide input and recommendations to this body. Impacts and opportunities may include acquisitions, discovery and access, public service points, and research support across multiple themes/focus/grand challenge areas. 

This charge and membership will likely need to be revisited as DPI’s form sharpens.  The committee, in some form, should exist as long as the DPI is an ongoing consideration, so as we may respond to opportunities in a timely and coordinated fashion.
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
