Agenda
Tom opened the meeting asking for additions or changes to the agenda. Agenda unanimously approved.

FY20 Budget Projections – Tom Teper
Tom informed the group that Esra has done a ton of work on the FY20 projections that will be sent to Campus in a few days.  Dean Wilkin will be requesting from Campus what we need for inflation, less 1% of the five year rolling average, about 462K.  There was a discussion amongst the group to air everyone’s feelings regarding funding.

Wendy discussed an offer she received from Wiley.  She will forward the offer to Subject Selectors that are affected.  If anyone is interested in the deal, Wendy will go to bat for them with Wiley.  Tom stated that, as always, he is available to assist work with a group if they are thinking about options. 

FY19 Budget Status – George Gottschalk
George e-mailed the current fund summary out to the group before the meeting.  George requested that everyone get their orders in as soon as possible. Overall, this year’s spending is on track with that from last year. 

Desiderata Lists – Tom Teper
Tom stated that last year everyone developed their desiderata list, and he felt it was very helpful to do the same thing again.  He requests that divisions make their lists again this year, as this assists with year-end spending.  Tom requested everyone’s lists by the end of next month. 
 
Patron Damage Policy – Tom Teper
Tom stated that the Patron Damage Policy fell off the agenda after the October 2018 meeting.  He did not hear anything from the divisions regarding feedback.  Jennifer will e- mail the policy out to the divisions for feedback.  This item will be placed on the agenda again next month.  Jennifer requested feedback before the next meeting.  

Oxford U.P. Proposal – Tom Teper and George Gottschalk
Tom informed the group that we will be receiving about 400 volumes in five subject areas – Classics, English, History, Linguistics, Literature, and Music.  The official start of the program was February 1st.  E-books should be turned on any time as they come online.  The planned outcome of this project is to save money while offering broader content to our local constituents while also reducing the print acquisitions across the participating members. As the host for the print volumes, they will all be housed in the stacks.  


ILS Information – George Gottschalk
George reported that he and Stephanie have a very good handle on what needs to be accomplished.  As information becomes available, George will keep the group informed.
