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1. Major activities and accomplishments of unit in FY17 (July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018).

Collections Management
· Acquired 75.25 cubic feet of new collections and additions to existing collections, and 2,230 megabytes of electronic files.  
· Completed the processing of 97.7 cubic feet of archival and museum collections.
· Continued to work collaboratively with MPAL to manage and process their music special collections which included the completion of the arrangement and description of additions to the Hunleth Music Store Sheet Music and Photograph Collection and the Music and Performing Arts Library Alexander Kutin Balalaika Symphonic Orchestra Music.
· Worked collaboratively with Tracy Popp and Carl Germeck developing at preservation and access strategy for 
the management of the Scott Wyatt born digital composition and audio files that are part of the Scott Wyatt Personal Papers and Sound Recordings. 
2. Public Engagement.
· Working with the Urbana Business Association and the Champaign County Museums Network produced and sponsored all of the music and children’s educational programming for the 2017 Urbana Sweet Corn Festival’s One Community Together stage which brought about direct contact with 2,569 individuals over six and half hours on August 26, 2017.

· Produced 11 America’s History and Culture through Music sessions to introduce public school students to primary source documents, which were taught at King Elementary School, Joy in Learning Homeschool, Yankee Ridge Elementary School, Leal Elementary School, and the Rochelle, Illinois Public Library.  
· Working with the local UNESCO Club, Krannert Center for the Performing Arts and the Conservatory of Central Illinois produced and sponsored the fifth annual UNESCO International Jazz Film Festival entitled, “America’s Jazz Ambassadors - A Joy to the World” on April 24, 2018 at the Art Theater and Esquire Lounge. The film festival drew 99 individuals to the Art and 105 people to the Esquire Lounge for the Afterglow performance

· Working with the School of Music, Foellinger Auditorium, University of Illinois Russian, East European and Eurasian Center, and the University of Wisconsin-Madison Center for Russia, East Europe and Central Asia, sponsored and produced the “From Russian with Love” pre-concert lecture and performance of the Madison Russian Folk Orchestra on April 22, 2018 to close out the Center’s Russian music programming that was associated with its 2017 American Music Month programming that started in November.  The two-hour concert and lecture drew an audience of 100 people.

· Working with the Krannert Center for the Performing Arts produced the “Letritia Kandle and the Grand Letar Exhibit” and lecture and performance demonstration of the Grand Letar as part of the University’s and Krannert Center’s Ellnore Guitar Festival on September 14-16, 2017.  Total attendance at the lecture-performance was 120 individuals.

· Produced 4 new exhibits, one performance lecture, two different concert programs, and the children’s programming for the Folk and Roots Festival that were part of the 2017 American Music Month celebration which took place between October and November 2017.  The exhibits included “Letritia Kandle and the Grand Letar: Hawaiian Music on Illinois’ Grand Prairie,” “Illinois’ Anti-Establishment Soundscapes: Troubled Waters in 1970,” “From Russia with Love: John Garvey’s Russian Folk Orchestra,” and “Sousa and Tsar Nicholas II’s Birthday: An Unexpected Tour Adventure.” 

· Produced monthly radio podcasts for the University Bands on twelve different themes related to John Philip Sousa and his band.
3. Major challenges faced by the unit in FY17. 
The Sousa Archives currently has only one full-time professional staff member and two quarter GAs that the Library provides to the Center.  In addition the Center’s director funds a single part-time academic professional position through his teaching of the IS584A arrangement and description class that he teaches each summer.  The I-School’s payment for this summer course is transferred directly to the Library, and library administration allows me to use this payment to help pay for this hourly position.  Over the past year the Center has also had the good fortune of having one volunteer devote 15 hours per week of her time to help with processing and reference work at the Center.  While the two GAs, one part-time hourly academic professional position, and the one volunteer have provided significant service to the Center which the Director very much appreciates, none of these individuals can take the lead on critical administrative tasks that consume large portions of the director’s daily work schedule.  So the Director spends his weekends, holidays, and early mornings and late evenings just trying to get things done to keep the Center’s doors open.  All of this is to say that the Sousa Archives is critically understaffed and with little likelihood that there will be any modest increase in staffing for the foreseeable future, the director will continue to be forced to give up his scholarly research time in order to keep the Center fully operational.  To compound the situation the Library’s annual faculty review this past year took the director to task for not keeping up his research as a full-time faculty member but did not take into consideration the amount of work accomplished by the Center and its only full-time staff member.  Without some additional staffing for the Center, the only way to remedy this untenable situation is to discontinue all of the Center’s public engagement.  However, to do this would significantly impact the Center’s ability to meet the core principles of the University’s land-grant mission which is not reasonable.  So for the time being the Center will continue to try to meet its land-grant mission while also keeping the Center basically operational.  

4. Significant changes to unit operations (personnel, service profile or service programs). 
There have been no significant operational and staffing changes to the Center since 2016 other than modestly reducing the number of hours the Center is now open to researchers and the general public which had to be implemented in August 2018. 
Unit contributions to Library-wide programs:

a. Information-Reference Services

The Sousa Archives answered 695 off- and on-site reference inquiries for a total of 876 research days and 3,815 uses of the Center’s collections (579 emails, 39 telephone, 52 onsite reference inquiries and 161 research inquires).  In addition the Center received 98 different duplication requests for content contained within its collections, 51 requests for content that had already been digitized and had to be provided free to these requesters throughout the year. These requests came from twenty-four states and nine countries (i.e., Alabama, California, Colorado, Connecticut, District of Columbia, Florida, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Louisiana, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan, Mississippi, Missouri, Montana, New York, North Carolina, North Dakota, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Texas, Wisconsin; and Sweden, Australia, Germany, Czech Republic, Ireland, Spain, Columbia, Brazil, and South Korea).  

b. Instructional Services

Provided 168 instructional sessions and guided tours of the Center’s collections to 2,025 individuals for a total of 231 hours of instruction.  These sessions include University undergraduate and graduate classes for LIS581, 584A, and 590, MUS410, 509, and 528, Communication 410, ARTS444, the FAA Arts Exchange initiative, the School of Music trumpet studio, and the University’s Russian Olympiad.  In addition special instruction was provided to public school students at King Elementary School, Leal Elementary School, Yankee Ridge Elementary School, Yorkville High School, St. Joseph Ogden Middle School, Bismark-Hennig-Rossville-Alvin High School, and Williamsville South High School.  The Illinois Summer Youth Music camp visits included sessions given to the clarinet, flute, double-reed, trumpet, French horn, trombone, euphonium and tuba studios.  Finally the Center provided sessions for the low brass students at Eastern Illinois University, and the University of Illinois’ SLA student chapter, Phi Mu Alpha music fraternity, and the Ellnora Guitar Festival.  In addition provide directed archival mentoring (5 hours per week) to one visiting archivist (January – June 2018) and one graduate library student (August – December 2017)
c. Collection Management

Acquired 75.25 cubic feet of new collections and additions to existing collections including the David H. Craker Marching Illini Band Halftime Field Show Charts, Anna Fay Herron Bush Papers, James L. Schardein "John Philip Sousa" Research Papers, David Roesch Urbana-Champaign Local Music Scrapbooks, Donnie Heitler Sound Recordings, Harvey Albert Hermann Music and Papers, Robert Bass University of Illinois Bands and Orchestra Collection, David Cubberly Urbana-Champaign Local Music Photographs, Bill Entwistle Nature's Table Digital Photographs, Music and Performing Arts Library Alexander Kutin Balalaika Symphonic Orchestra Music, Hunleth Music Store Sheet Music and Photograph Collection, Scott Wyatt Personal Papers and Sound Recordings, and Musical Americana Collection.  The additions to Musical Americana included a James Warren York BBb Tuba, a 1918 panoramic photograph of John Philip Sousa with the Great Lakes Naval Battalion Band, an audio interview recording with Bill Monroe and Seldom Scene, a Martin Double-Bell Euphonium, the Spoils of War (James Cuomo) sound recording, an original Farm Aid publication, Dean Marable "Buck" Wade’s Marching Illini letterman's jacket, Kenneth Gaburo and Gary Verkade correspondence, music and sound recordings of Illinois State Fair Theme Song "One Hundred Fifty Years - Our Illinois," a CD recording "Long Roll: A Tribute to Composer-Percussionist Michael Manion," and a very rare 1938 Regal Zonophone 78 rpm sound recording of  Stars and Stripes Forever and Washington Post March recorded by Raymonde and His Band O' Banjos

Processed 97.7  cubic feet of archival and museum collections including the David Craker Marching Illini Band Halftime Field Show Charts, Anna Fay Herron Bush Papers, Arthur John U of I Orchestra South American Tour Records, Scott Wyatt Personal Papers and Music, Harvey Hermann Music and Papers, James L. Austin Harding Music and Papers, John Philip Sousa Music and Personal Papers, 505th Air Force Band of the Midwest Records, Paul Price Percussion Music and Papers, Letritia Kandle Papers and Hawaiian Guitars, James Keen Music and Papers, James W Beauchamp Harmonic Tone Generator and Papers, Paul Rolland Papers, and the James Edward Myers Sheet Music Collection), and linked low-resolution surrogate copies of these images to the each collection record in Archon.  
e. Public Engagement 

Created and coordinated programming for the Center’s 7th year of “America’s History and Culture through Music” initiative for local elementary schools, the 10th year of “One Community Together” programming for Urbana’s annual “Sweetcorn Festival,” the University’s fourteenth  “American Music Month” celebration, and the fifth year of programming for the UNESCO International Jazz Day celebration. 

America’s History and Culture through Music:  Working with Marten Stromberg taught thirteen 1.5-hour performance and discussion sessions for two different elementary schools, one Champaign County home school program, and the Rochelle, Illinois Public Library.  These included “America’s Geography and Culture through Music,”  “America’s Civil War through Music,” and “John Philip Sousa Band World Tour 1910-1911.”  

Sweet Corn Festival 2017: Urbana, Champaign, and University of Illinois: One Community Together: 

Worked with the faculty and staff of the Office of the Chancellor, University Library, School of Music, Urbana Business Association, Urbana Mayor’s Office, Champaign Mayor’s Office, Champaign CUperstar Youth Organization, the Museums at the Crossroads, Urbana’s Community Center for the Arts, and the Central, Centennial, and Urbana High School marching bands to produce one day of performances for the 39th annual Urbana Sweet Corn Festival.  This administrative work included fund raising, performance contract negotiation and stage plot designs, development of children’s hands-on educational activities, and the marketing of both the performances and hands-on activities.  Managed all of the stage production for the day’s concerts. The total number of people who attend the concerts and children’s programming over the one day came to 2,569.
American Music Month 2017 – Revolutionary Musical Exchanges:  Produced four new exhibits that focused Sousa’s 1903 tour of Russia, Russia folk orchestra performance traditions and practice in America, the anti-establishment music movement at the University of Illinois during 1970, and Letritia Kandle and the Grand Letar.  In addition the administrative work included marketing, graphic design, and fund raising for the Center’s American Music Month programming as well as contract negotiation and travel planning for the University of Wisconsin-Madison Russian Folk Orchestra’s spring 2017 performance at the University of Illinois [the ensemble’s schedule could not accommodate a fall 2016 performance].  Also sponsored and managed the children’s programming for the 2017 C-U Folk and Roots Festival as well as managed the children’s programming and staging that took place on November 5 for the Festival.

2018 UNESCO International Jazz Film Festival: America’s Jazz Ambassadors – A Joy to the World (April 26, 2016):  Worked collaboratively with the local UNESCO club, the Conservatory of Central Illinois, and the Krannert Center for the Performing Arts, and the Central High School jazz band to produce a 90-minute film presentation and lecture at the Art Theater and live jazz performance held at the Esquire Lounge that drew 99 individuals to this year’s program. 

5. Progress made on unit annual goals for FY17. 
Administration of Sousa Archives and Center for American Music
· Added 75.25 cubic feet of new historical music manuscripts, personal papers and music instruments to SACAM’s collections.  

· Completed the arrangement and description of 97.7 cubic feet of historical documents, recordings, and museum objects. 
· Completed 168 instructional sessions and guided tours of the Center’s collections given to 2,025 individuals for a total of 231 hours of instruction.  
· Completed five additional oral history interviews with local Urbana-Champaign musicians, record producers, and venue operators as part of the Center’s Urbana-Champaign Local Music Preservation initiative which began in March 2013. 
· Raised over $22,485 to assist with processing and public engagement work done by the Center.

· Managed the processing and reference and duplication requests completed by the Center’s two GAs and one academic hourly staff member.
Public Engagement

· Programmed and produced music performances and children’s educational programming for the 2017 One Community Together stage of the Sweet Corn Festival.

· Programmed and produced with the Champaign UNESCO club, the Conservatory of Central Illinois, and the Krannert Center for the Performing Arts, and the Central High School jazz band the April 2018 UNESCO International Jazz Film Festival: America’s Jazz Ambassadors – A Joy to the World. 

· Programmed and produced the 2017 American Music Month celebration. 
6. New unit annual goals for FY18.
Administration of Sousa Archives and Center for American Music

· Complete the processing of additions to the Musical American Collection, Anna Faye Herron Bush Papers, Experimental Music Studio Records, and any new archival and museum collections that are acquired during FY18. 

· Find additional financial resources to hire additional part-time student staffing to augment the number of processing and reference service hours provided by the Center to visiting scholars and public school bands seeking tours of its collections. 
Public Engagement

· Continue to expand the Center’s “America’s History and Culture through Music” curriculum program to include other public and home-school programs throughout Champaign County.
Produce the One Community Together programming for the 2019 Sweet Corn Festival, the University’s 2018 American Music Month celebration which will focus on the history of banjos and race relationships in America, and the 2019 International Jazz Film Festival in collaboration with the Krannert Center for the Performing Arts and the Champaign UNESCO Club which will focus on women band leaders, arrangers, and composers that are frequently overlooked by the general public.

9. Major responsibilities and accomplishments made by GAs during FY17.

Responsibilities:  1) arrange and describe collections of historical documents and museum artifacts according to accepted standards of the archives and museum professions, 2) provide reference support for the Center's collections, 3) assist the Center's only full-time staff member in creation of on-line finding aids, exhibitions, tours, and public programs, and 4) assist the Center’s Director in the daily management of the Center and its collections. 

Accomplishments:  The GAs and volunteers arranged and described the David Craker Marching Illini Band Halftime Field Show Charts, Anna Fay Herron Bush Papers, Arthur John U of I Orchestra South American Tour Records, Scott Wyatt Personal Papers and Music, Harvey Hermann Music and Papers, James L. Schardein "John Philip Sousa" Research Papers, David Roesch Urbana-Champaign Local Music Scrapbooks, Donnie Heitler Sound Recordings, Harvey Albert Hermann Music and Papers, Robert Bass University of Illinois Bands and Orchestra Collection, David Cubberly Urbana-Champaign Local Music Photographs, Bill Entwistle Nature's Table Digital Photographs, Music and Performing Arts Library Alexander Kutin Balalaika Symphonic Orchestra Music, Hunleth Music Store Sheet Music and Photograph Collection and and additions to the Musical Americana Collection, Nature’s Table Collection, School of Music Audio Department Sound Recordings, Jack Linker American Bands Sound Recording Collection, the John Garvey Music and Papers,  the WILL transcription discs and the Music and Performing Arts Library Alexander Kutin Balalaika Symphonic Orchestra Music.  The GAs alone assisted the Archivist for Music and Performing Arts complete the creation of three exhibits which included Sousa and Tsar Nicholas II’s Birthday: An Unexpected Tour Adventure, “From Russia with Love:” John Garvey’s Russian Folk Orchestra, and Illinois’ Anti-Establishment Soundscapes: Troubled Waters in 1970.  Finally the GAs and one academic hourly staff member helped the Archivist for Music and Fine Arts answer 695 reference inquiries and duplication requests. 
� Four hours per week of this GA’s position at MPAL were devoted to the processing of MPAL’s music special collections under the guidance of SACAM’s Archivist for Music and Fine Arts.


� Additional student assistant funding was provided through funds provided by GSLIS for Schwartz’ teaching of the IS584A class during summer 2017. This funding was used for academic hourly work to continue work on the Center’s Local Music Preservation Project, answer reference inquiries and complete duplication requests. In addition the Center also has a volunteer who works 15 hours per week free to help make up for the lost hours the Library used to cover for student staffing. 


� This work was complete by the Center’s 3 paid part-time staff, one regular volunteer, and one short-term volunteer who work during fall 2017 and a second who worked during the early spring of 2018.  
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
