Unit Narrative

Many of the long-term projects and activities in the Map Library are intended to prepare the unit for eventual move to space elsewhere in the Main Library Building. 

Major Activities and Accomplishments
Continue shift of maps in Room 418 (begun FY2016)
· Work of inspecting maps, remarking, rehousing, and moving done by Jim Cotter
· Correction of records and transfer to Oak Street for uncovered sets of maps done by David Griffiths and Jenny Marie Johnson
· Correction work is lagging behind inspection and problem identification
· 21 drawers containing approximately 3946 titles inspected and shifted
· 537 titles (723 pieces) found to have MARCette records or no record in the online catalog, 36 incorrect records (cataloger or MARS error) 
· Combining work done during FY2019 with previous years’ work on shift and on sorting and moving US Geological Survey topographic quadrangles (see FY2016 report for explanation), approximately three-quarters of the material in Room 418 with has been completed
· Anticipated completion for record inspection and shift – FY2021 (May 2021)

Scanning Initiatives
· Scanned air photo indexes for Illinois aerial photograph sets, aerial stereograms produced by the UIUC Committee on Aerial Photography primarily in the 1960’s and 1970’s, Sanborn fire insurance maps that rolled into the public domain (1923 and before) – creating 2 new Digital Library Collections and adding to the previously existing Sanborn collection
· Worked with Library IT to create simple web form facilitating requesting aerial photographs via e-mail; link to web form on Digital Library aerial photography index display screens
· Consulted with Digitization Services regarding future scanning projects

Call number shift from Dewey to Library of Congress
· In preparation for eventual move of unit due to building project
· Better arrangement for geographic materials than Dewey
· 2163 octavo-sized volumes and accompanying cdroms/dvds
· Upgraded records imported into Voyager for nearly every title
· Holdings/items corrected as needed
· Voyager bibliographic work done by unit head
· Call number labels printed by Monographic Cataloging staff
· Labels applied, volumes rearranged/shifted by Map Library hourly students



Cataloging maps from the Illinois History and Lincoln Collections Library
· Project completed – total 875 records, 1070 pieces
· [bookmark: _GoBack]During FY2019 – 486 records, 596 pieces
· Steps to be taken in fall 2019 to verify that all pieces are cataloged and records appear in the online catalog and to do a final shift of materials so that they are appropriately filed

Illinois Department of Transportation City and County Maps
· Reducing boxes stored on top of cases in Room 408 prior to building project
· Funding from Library’s Office of Collections
· Graduate hourly student, approximately 20 hours per week during academic year
· Process contents of 11 boxes – folded maps and microfilmed maps mounted on aperture cards
· Added 6,709 maps to holdings.
· 318 pieces remain to be processed – not IDOT publication, difficulties with records
· 116 pieces identified as duplicates and recycled

Cataloging Maps from Former Geology Library
· Necessary preparation for eventual building project
· Funding from Library’s Office of Collections
· Graduate hourly student, approximately 20 hours per week during summer 2019 and following academic (2019/20) year – started May 23, 2019
· Targeting 45+ drawers of maps moved to the Main Library subbasement from the Oak Street Library Facility without consulting or informing the head of the Map Library
· Materials need to be appropriately cataloged, marked, and returned for housing at Oak Street
· May 23-June 30, 2019 – 125 pieces cataloged

Building Project
· Prepared materials for and met with Special Collections consultant
· Participated in Division and Library-wide sessions 
· Map Library will not be moving to space currently known as the Undergraduate Library with other Special Collections Division members but will remain in the Main Library




Important Acquisitions
The unit’s acquisitions pattern continued the follow the previous 2 years, emphasizing the purchase of “big ticket” antiquarian and near-antiquarian materials. Sample titles acquired included:
· United States of Nth America -- Carte des Etats-Unis De L'Amerique Septentrionale
· Map of America the Beast
· Second Year of the State of Israel – ordered but unfortunately lost by UPS (no expenditure)
· Map of Eretz Israel from the Year of the Balfour Declaration,
· Weapons of War -- 1944 Army Corps of Engineers map of Grant Park, Chicago
· Food Map of the United States
· Tableau demonstratif de l'orgine des principales fourrures
· Silicon Valley
· Atlas of the British Empire reproduced from the original made for her Majesty Queen Mary's Doll's House
· Philips Radio
· Map of concentration camps in Soviet Russia

A number of colleagues elsewhere in the Library partnered with the Map Library to purchase some titles – contributing $17,750, including $6500 from the year end desiderata list and $3000 from the Office of Collections.


Challenges
Acquisitions budget is grossly insufficient. This is not a reflection of anyone making funding decisions but rather continues the historic arc of underfunding. The costs of maps, as with all library materials, are increasing. But since the mid-1980s, the prices for antiquarian and near-antiquarian maps have soared well beyond typical inflation increases, in large part because of the discovery of cartographic materials by private collectors. Increases to the fund line intended to purchase cartographic materials (maps, atlases, aerial photographs) have somewhat mirrored inflation-driven increases, not actual market increases. Fortunately, colleagues elsewhere in the Library are willing to help. During FY2019, contributions from elsewhere in the Library more than doubled the cartographic materials budget. Going hat in hand to selectors who might be interested in or assist with a purchase is not a sustainable way to acquire materials and build a collection.

Contribution to Library-wide Programs
· Collection management – David Griffith participated in NACO program and cataloged maps from Illinois History and Lincoln Collection Library and the former Geology Library. Jenny Marie Johnson served on the CAPT Cataloging and Metadata Committee and Collection Development Committee. Evaluated Metadata Maker for Maps developed in CAM
· Digital content creation – prepared materials and facilitated scanning (World War I, aerial photography indexes, aerial stereograms, Sanborn fire insurance maps released into public domain, river maps)
· Staff training and development – ethics training completed by full time staff; Jenny Marie Johnson chaired search committees for 2 archives specialists and a GIS specialist
· Diversity – gender and racial parity in student employee hiring
· Public engagement – public school (5th grade) sessions at Westview Elementary School and with students from Next Generation School in the Map Library


Progress on Fiscal Year 2019 Goals (as articulated in FY 2018 report)
· Upgrade position of library specialist responsible for cartographic materials cataloging – consulted with Head of Acquisitions and Cataloging Services who will champion this move.
· Continue shift of maps in Room 418 – see above
· Work with Digitization Services to scan and make available online images of air photo indexes, with Content Access and Management to link images to bibliographic records for air photo sets, with Library IT to design and implement web-based air photo request system – see above
· Work with Digitization Services to scan and make available online collection of University of Illinois Committee on Aerial Photography stereogram aerial photographs – see above
· Continue shift of maps from unit office (Room 412) to Room 408 – no progress
· Begin work on reducing cataloging backlog stored in boxes on top of map cases in Room 408 – see above
· Begin discussion and planning for reclassification of materials currently classified with Dewey to Library of Congress – see above
· Revive unit blog – no progress




Goals for Fiscal Year 2020
· Continue shift of maps in Room 418
· Work with Digitization Services to increase cartographic materials available through the Digital Library – Sanborns in public domain, Rivers, Rand McNally atlases, Railroads, Creating Illinois (county development)
· Complete call number shift from Dewey to Library of Congress
· Continue shift of maps from unit office (Room 412) to Room 408
· Process geologic maps currently in Main Library subbasement
· Reduce backlog stored in boxes on top of map cases in Room 408
· Work with planning team(s) to develop plans for Map Library in new space
· Clean up mismatched locations in holdings and item records for Map Library materials in preparation for move to new ILS
· Plan for assessment and potential transfer of cartographic materials held in Main Stacks (quartos, folios, Government Documents) to Map Library or Oak Street, assisting with Main Stacks preparations for building project
· Revive unit blog


Unscheduled Goals
· Check/update previous work and continue work to catalog Illinois 1:24,000-scale topographic quadrangles (2018/2019?)
· Revise print guides
· Plan and implement process for correcting problems of incorrectly processed geologic maps transferred to Oak Street prior to Geology Library closure
· Knoedler air photo finding aid development
· Remove incorrect tables of contents and image links from bibliographic records for 1st groups of atlases transferred to Oak street
· Investigate unverified holdings/locations errors for cartographic materials in “Geology maps” and “Library Main Stacks”
