Stage 1: Is coming up quickly, things will be moved around
State 2: Collections will move to the new building & empty their spaces
Stage 3: Renovation for Main library building
· There will be subgroups around areas of planning like collections, instruction, etc. 
· A kickoff meeting was held last week

· Sara Holder asked, “Do you have any questions AND what are some priorities we should keep in mind?” 

· Sarah W asked “what sort of impact integrating UGL/Main will have on main library hours? How can ppl be contained within the building?”

· Kelli asked, “what are subgroups related to?”

· Sarah W asked “what alternatives are proposed for UGL instruction spaces during the transition? Could our 509 be renovated to be a more modern instruction space?” 

· Kelli suggested that 509 could use a technology renovation (power & lighting) not construction. Also, that with an upgrade, 509 would likely be used more often

· Kelli asked, “Has there been consideration about promoting events in conjunction with UGL?”

· Sara H answers below

· Instruction spaces, there is talk about how we can partner with campus libraries, possibilities would be to continue online instruction, look more at doing instruction where classes are already happening, but we will need something in addition to 314, a clever renovation of 509 would be beneficial (get facilities too look at this space sooner than later)
· The impact on library hours has been discussed, having another space that could be open late, also need to think about how we can contain people on 1st & 2nd floors and some way to do a sweep of the building, yes we are thinking about how to accommodate late night study spaces that we won’t have if we don’t have UGL
· Subgroups – Sara told us there are not determined yet, though a natural one would be collections, instruction. We may need to revamp how we do services, especially considering other opportunities to change things and adapt to how our university has changed as well.

· Kelli asked, “What are the prioritized services and how do we work through” Sara’s response: “We should think strategically on how we can do them better, including a space where undergrads can come together to do their work, think about what spaces work well for that”

· Kelli’s idea about activities she will bring forward to the committee, game nights, hosting some of them at Funk would be a great alternative to UGL, this could help get undergrads into spaces they don’t usually go

· Sarah W suggested looping-in Library IT regarding 509 to ask about creative, easily achievable renovations (not just loop-in Library Facilities)

1. Approval of October minutes (taken by Erin)
a. Approved after editing Janis’ October Round Table. ACDC’s Professor Evans will continue as Managing Editor of the ACDC Newsletter, this work will not shift to ACDC GAs.

2. ALMA updates, concerns (all)

3. Update on office building project (Sarah)
a. Everything is done related to the 2nd floor construction project. Library IT moved equipment from Susan & Janis’ offices to the 2nd floor. Sarah recommended that they open tickets with Facilities to move other items down. Sarah & Kelli will work on a plaque to acknowledge the donor funds used.

4. Update on back to work plans (Sarah)
a. There is not an expectation that Funk will open in spring 2021
b. Lucy & Staff will continue the same schedule through December 18. There will not be a regular schedule though the first 2 weeks of January & there will not be 2 people on-site all day. The regular schedule will resume when the semester begins.

a. Reference Management Team-RMT (Mike) – Nothing to share. Has reviewed chat transcripts and offered feedback to Funk GAs. 
b. Charitable Fund Drive-CFD (Mike) - Had a virtual open house & approx. 20 people attended
c. Electronic Resources Working Group (Kelli) – Trying to fix bad links
d. Administrative Council-AC (Kelli) - Talked about clarifying language in e-resource use policies. Scopus is not directing to Primo with the discover link and the wrong link in Google seems to be gone.
e. Collection Development Committee-CDC (Sarah) – discussed budget for current and next few years. FY22 the library per Tom Teper should be in good shape, selectors will need to plan for FY23 due to potential cancelations. Wendy Shelbune gave an update on Big 10 multi-year renewals (Web of Science, Springer Nature & Sage Premier)
f. Library Staff Support Committee-LSSC (Erik) – Met with Library Committee of Academic Professionals (LCAP) to address crossover between committees and have made a commitment to meet a few times with HR to develop language so the committees are representing better
g. Outreach & Engagement Committee-OEC (Janis) - Met on November 9 and are ironing out a proposed grant program, public engagement award and OE trainings. 
h. Organizational Development & Training Committee (Susan) – Planning to host a Zoom workshop/sandbox event on December 2nd, there will be an ALMA training game-a fun learn what you may not know/test your knowledge about ALMA launched in January

6. Round Table
a. Mike – Met a few Engineering PhDs that think Funk Library is the best
b. Ryan- Dean for UL is ongoing; collections: went to a Charleston conference that focused on technical services of collections development, it was very worth the time. Had a rash of journals that are jumping out of big deal packages, some are shared with UIUC so trying to figure out who will pay for what, it has been an issue due to big deal pricing not going down. Hoping on improving future documentation of records related to collections and who has paid for what
c. Janis – A virtual exhibits criteria document has been created and will be shared. Created a folder in Box for exhibits, Social media is going well. ACDC newsletter will continue to be edited by Professor Evans. Janis will be part of a virtual panel for SLA-MN entitled “In-demand skills for Information Professionals.” 
d. Sarah – Carissa Phillips is working on a collection statement for data. The Savvy Researcher workshops have been a great way for us to provide instruction experience for a Funk Graduate Assistant.
