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Unit Narrative

The entire fiscal year was spent without having direct contact with Map Library users or with most University Library staff from other units. While this was isolating, the three permanent members of the Map Library Staff (Johnson, Cotter, Griffiths) found the year to be a period to tighten bonds between staff members and to take much needed time to do a more complete assessment of Map Library needs and direction than would have been possible when attentions were directed to interacting with Library users and student staff members.

Response to COVID 19
· Map Library Zoom meetings – Thrice weekly Map Library Zoom meetings, scheduled by Jenny Marie Johnson, began in April 2020 and continued through the summer. During the academic year, there was typically a single unit Zoom meeting each week and/or masked, socially distanced in-person meetings if all three staff members were in the Map Library at the same time.
· Re-casting of work done in Main Library building to work done at home – Tasks needed to be identified or created that could be completed largely without physical access to the collection. They included tasks and projects such as: creating 866 holding statements for Sanborn fire insurance map sets; creating links to scanned Sanborn sets from the Map Library’s revised Sanborn web pages; determining if maps and atlases received as gifts, in particular official state highway maps and Illinois county plat books, were needed for the collection by comparison with holding lists in Alma holding records; cataloging folded maps that could be transported home easily and safely; trolling the Library’s online catalog and online resources such as Serial Set Maps Online to build target lists for scanning projects; searching rare/near-rare map vendors’ websites for items to add to a wish list of materials desired for the Map Library; refreshing Map Library webpages; completing  and submitting an article that had been languishing for many years and beginning groundwork for restarting a second languishing project; participating in a time-intensive cartography art project with other members of a professional organization. David Griffiths found that he was able to have frequent and helpful communication with staff in ACS regarding Alma processes for assistance in solving problems and walking through new Alma processes while he was working from home.
· Resumption of in-Library work schedule -- Staff were able to return to in-office work early in FY2021 part time but were asked to pull back again in November. As COVID 19 case numbers skyrocketed late in the fall, out of an abundance of caution, Map Library staff elected to remain out of the building as much as possible – all 3 have potential responsibilities to older family members. In January 2021, David Griffiths returned to the Map Library essentially full time because it was too difficult to continue to catalog maps effectively and efficiently from home. There was a substantial amount of work that could not be taken home and completed there. Jenny Marie Johnson and Jim Cotter slowly increased the number of days in the office from 2 per week to 4 per week through early summer 2021 with the intention of being fulltime in the Map Library by the first week of August.



Major Activities and Accomplishments
Scanning initiatives
· Scanning of Sanborns published or copyrighted in 1926 is nearly complete. Bound 1925 and 1926 volumes housed in the Map Library’s Oak Street location will need to be scanned after materials can be easily requested from Oak Street. Requests have been difficult to place and be filled either because of COVID 19 limitations or problems with the Alma library system.
· A new digital collection, Allerton Park Maps and Air Photos, was proposed and materials were scanned after all were completely cataloged; it should be available for public access prior to the beginning of the fall 2021 semester. 
· Additional materials scanned for World War One and Rivers collections and Special Collections  Division’s 1920s virtual exhibit

Call number shift from Dewey to Library of Congress
· Work initially halted or slowed because of inability to access collection, lack of personnel in Cataloging department to print call number labels, and lack of knowledge of and facility in working with Alma
· Requested and received Zebra label printer in spring 2021 so that labels could be printed in the Map Library rather than relying on external units
· Created document about setting up and configuring Zebra label printer and shared with staff member in Acquisitions who is tasked with supporting Zebra label printer users
· Call number labels for 150-200 volumes that had been sent to Cataloging for printing prior to the COVID 19 close were eventually printed in the Map Library

Continue shift of maps in Room 418 (begun FY 2016)
· No forward movement because of the combination of the COVID closures and move to Alma

Move from Voyager to Primo/Alma
The move to Alma has slowed some work being done in the Map Library. While the initial training, delivered remotely, was fine there was no opportunity to immediately apply the information heard and seen. Once back in the unit in the fall, it was difficult to piece together information that had been delivered in the early summer with actual situations in the Map Library. Complicating factors included problems with export profiles, cataloging level statuses, difficulties in setting up OCLC-Alma connections, and needing to interpret fairly generic information in the light of some very map-centric practices and needs. None of this is intended as a negative critique of how training materials about cataloging and circulation was delivered but rather a reflection of the situation. But that said, it did feel that unit head Jenny Marie Johnson, who does a large amount of original and copy map cataloging, was forgotten or not considered, and certainly was not included, for any kind of more intensive or advanced training that was delivered to catalogers in or formally connected to the Cataloging department. Members of the Cataloging team have been responsive to questions and have tried to be helpful when contacted but a year after work has begun using Alma it still feels as if there are critical gaps or lacks in knowledge.

In retrospect, the general impression is that the outfall of the migration to Primo/Alma has taken a substantial, unanticipated, and undocumented amount of time and energy. Efforts had to be put forth to discover, create, and document methods and procedures for working in Alma. Documentation has been forthcoming from some key units but the documentation is not indexed centrally and accessible from a single point; documentation for Alma tasks and processes is a bit “silo-ized” and can be difficult to find. Some problems continue to be evident and potentially without solution, in particular incomplete and misleading display problems in Primo.

Update of unit documentation and website
· Student assistant focused documentation about circulation using Alma was created
· Student assistant manual was completely revised
· Both the circulation document and the student manual include a large number of screenshots, photographs, and other color graphics – the documents were able to be printed in color with the assistance of the Library IT department which granted access to its color printer
· Website update continued slowly – still need to finish revising the way that an extensive list of websites is displayed and populate some topical pages
· Map Cataloging Manual – in preparation for an update during fall 2021, the current manual (spring 2014) has been marked with needed changes and other ideas for updates and additional content were collected

Cataloging/Processing
· Map Cataloging Manual update preparation (see above)
· Focus on working with easily portable materials (folded maps) for working with at home and/or in Map Library – a large amount of gift materials or folded maps from long ago disbanded Map Library tourist vertical file collection
· Creation of 866 summary holding statements for Sanborn fire insurance maps
· Refreshed bibliographic records brought into catalog as book call numbers are changed from Dewey to Library of Congress
· Cataloging “targets of opportunity” – materials slated for scanning often had cataloging updated or created; all Allerton map records were examined and enhanced/corrected
· Created document of process to rectify “host bibliographic record” (similar to bound-withs) situations in the Map Library’s Oak Street location created by the migration to Alma


Important Acquisitions
Firm orders for materials are always halted well in advance of the end of the fiscal year. Vendors generally have been willing to hold materials for purchase orders beginning in March or April with an anticipated order date by the end of August. Every year there are a substantial number of items that we would not be able to acquire if vendors were not willing to understand our funding cycle and accommodate our needs. Equally important has been additional funding gleaned though Library Advancement/Library Friends and by approaching colleagues in other units. The Map Library does not have an endowment fund to support acquisitions; one is sorely needed.

Library Friends support
A curated “wish list” is being maintained and has been quite useful in responding quickly to requests from Library Advancement, Library Friends, and potential donors for suggestions of items of interest for acquisition. Library Friends continued to very generous during the year ($32,960 – gifts and central Library endowments). Materials purchased using gift funds ranged in value from $150 to $7500.

Challenges (Pain Points)
Collection funding
The success of finding other funding sources does not indicate that the funds allocated for the purchase of cartographic materials can be or should be reduced. We are fortunate that Library Friends appear to be interested in supporting the purchase of cartographic materials, we have been able to acquire a significant number of titles through their help – but the appeals to Library Friends are always directed toward supporting the acquisition of specific items. There is little true flexibility in the use of funds acquired through the work of the Library Advancement office. Appealing to colleagues outside of the Map Library has yielded good results but with the reports of flat acquisitions budgets as the best case scenario for the immediate future, colleagues may not be able to assist in purchasing more expensive items. For the same reason, central funds, which the Map Library was able to take advantage of for over $35,000 during the year (mid-year and end of year funds), is not a given in the immediate financial future. 

The current “wish list” (mentioned previously) has 282 items on it with an average price of $1240 and a median price of $500. 60 of the items are less than $300. These items are only maps, rare or near-rare maps. Not atlases, not works about cartography, just maps. 

Need for graduate assistant
The Map Library lacks a graduate assistant. The unit has 3 full time staff, the unit head (Jenny Marie Johnson), a senior library specialist who focuses on daily operations, circulation, and supervising student assistants (Jim Cotter), and a senior library specialist (David Griffiths) who focuses on cataloging maps but not only maps found in the Map Library but maps from the former Geology Library and maps received through the federal government depository program as well as other specialized materials and assisting catalogers elsewhere with government document related cataloging. 

The unit head: administers the unit; leads/directs/guides/establishes priorities for work of unit staff; selects materials for acquisitions and requests that purchase orders be placed through a web-based order form or web-based application; identifies and secures materials in the collection that appear on vendor’s lists and could be targets for theft; answers reference questions; conducts class sessions; catalogs maps; reclassifies and corrects bibliographic information for books and atlases as needed; performs collection maintenance such as filing, rehousing maps in new folders, and shifting collection materials; searches and selects materials for, retrieves said materials, inspects and upgrades cataloging, and creates spreadsheet lists before delivering materials to Digitization Services for scanning; writes documentation of daily processes and for projects (with specific focus on Alma procedures and documentation during this fiscal year); updates/refreshes the unit website; creates and posts contents to social media sites; creates displays in unit display case including generating ideas, researching and selecting materials from the collection, writing captions and titles, assembling case; corresponds with Library Friends and potential donors; speaks to community groups; serves on Library committees; creates videos and other digital presentations about the Map Library; consults with staff regarding questions about cataloging or other matters going on in the unit; supervises/leads and trains undergraduate students (and occasional graduate hourly students for specific, specially budgeted projects). 

The unit head discovered during the 18 month COVID closure/slowdown that she can no longer sustain this level of work or work expectations without assistance. Some tasks are remaining incomplete for too long of a period (website refresh) while other tasks are taking much longer than anticipated (reclassification of books and atlases in Map Library). Other tasks get done (preparing groups of maps to be sent to Digitization Services) but as many of these tasks are tied to an externally imposed schedule or expectation most other tasks get dropped or pushed aside to focus on time-sensitive tasks.

Interestingly, colleagues outside of the Map Library assume that there is a graduate assistant to take on lower level, yet professional, tasks. A common refrain in the past six months has been “your GA could…..” There is no GA “to do.” There only is the unit head.

Scanning/Creation of Digital Content
The scanning that has been done of cartographic materials, and the creation of digital collections, has been a good step forward. But it has not been at a consistently high volume of creation nor has it been at a consistent pace or schedule. Acknowledging that fiscal year 2021 was unusual and instead using calendar year 2021 as a slightly more normal demonstration period, during calendar year 2021, the Map Library was scheduled or invited to send materials for scanning only 4, potentially 5 times, through the entire year (January –December). Pre-COVID (calendar year 2019) was only slightly better – evidence of sending materials for scanning 7 times can be located in Map Library unit documents. Scanning appears to be throttled at both ends of the process – on the Map Library end because of limitations of time to select and appropriately prepare materials and at the Digitization Services end because, it appears, of limitations of staff time to scan and process images. More resources, mostly in the terms of human hours but also equipment, need to be allocated to both ends of the process. 

Currently, the overwhelming portion of materials, to the detriment to any other titles, sent for scanning are Sanborn fire insurance map sets for Illinois towns as additional sets move into the public domain each January 1. Easily 2/3 to ¾ of the materials sent to Digitization Services annually from the Map Library are Sanborn maps which means that other materials which could be scanned or which have been on the docket for scanning have been languishing. Sanborns are being scanned to the exclusion of other materials. The amount of up front prep time being spent by the Map Library to fully and clearly document materials for Digitization Services staff has been greatly appreciated by that staff and certainly has made their work easier. But the week before sending materials to be scanned is always almost completely devoted to retrieval, inventory, and other prep work, even if the targeted materials have already been identified. Additionally, it seems as if scheduled blocks of time for maps to be handled by Digitization Services are falling farther and farther apart. Digitization Services is taking on more projects, for example a recently received grant to scan materials from the Rare Book and Manuscript Library. Hooray for getting a grant but there was a sinking feeling and anxiety about of being pushed aside when news of the grant was heard.


Significant Changes
After multiple attempts and pursuing an upgrade for a number of years, David Griffiths’s position was upgraded to Senior Library Specialist.


Contributions to Library-wide Programs
· COVID 19 response – staffed Marshall Gallery locker location one hour per week during academic year (usually Jenny Marie Johnson) ; attended All-Library monthly Zoom sessions (all Map Library staff)
· Collection management – David Griffith contributed name authority records through the NACO program and assisted catalogers in ACS who are working with government document materials; continued to work on cataloging the limited number of geologic maps that had been relocated for processing to the Map Library after their move from Oak Street to the subbasement of the Main Library. Jenny Marie Johnson served on the CAPT Cataloging and Metadata Committee and Collection Development Committee
· Alma/Cataloging training – David Griffiths assisted in training catalogers in CAM/ACS, Jenny Marie Johnson and Jim Cotter completed available training about cataloging and circulation, Jim Cotter began training in searching for and evaluating records in OCLC
· Digital content creation – prepared materials and facilitated scanning (Sanborn fire insurance maps released into the public domain, river maps, 1920s maps for Special Collections online exhibit). New collection created – Allerton Park Maps and Aerial Photographs
· Staff training and development – all full time staff completed all state/university required online training on time
· Special Collections Division Exhibit – Jenny Marie Johnson participated in discussions shaping the exhibit first when it was going to be a physical exhibit and has it melded into a virtual exhibit; materials selected by exhibit preparers from suggestions made by Johnson were scanned and made available for use in a timely fashion as requested


Participation in other, extra-Library Programs
Jenny Marie Johnson attended – virtual annual conferences or conference sessions of the American Association of Geographers, American Library Association (MAGIRT), the Esri Users Conference, the Western Association of Map Libraries (WAML), and the North American Cartographic Information Society (NACIS), Big 10 Academic Alliance GIS ; cartography related presentations given by independent cartographers or sponsored by organizations such as the Boston Public Library, British Library, David Rumsey Map Center at Stanford University, WAML/MAGIRT

All three Map Library staff members (Johnson, Cotter, Griffiths) attended monthly OCLC Ask QC sessions about cataloging and OCLC functionality


Progress on Fiscal Year 2021 Goals (as articulated in FY 2020 report)
Goals for 2021 were scaled back in comparison to other years because of the uncertainty of the COVID 19 situation.
· Complete website transformation – work continued but did not complete; still need to transform extensive page of web links and populate some topical areas
· Move forward on call number shift from Dewey to Library on Congress – Map Library received a Zebra label printer to create call number labels in-unit; work moved forward slowly as Alma skills were developing; efficient work was slowed until correct export profile was established
· Scanning focusing on Sanborn fire insurance maps entering public domain on January 1, 2021, USDA soil maps, railroad maps – Sanborn scanning moved ahead quickly as these materials are relatively easy for Digitization Services to work with in a replicable way. No forward motion on USDA soil maps; they are proving difficult for Digitization Services to work with because of their size and level of graphic detail. Railroad maps were not begun. Additional maps for River and World War One map collections were scanned as were materials for the anticipated Special Collections Division virtual exhibit about the 1920s. A new collection of Allerton Park Maps and Air Photos was begun; materials have been scanned and will be publically available before the beginning of the fall 2021 semester.
· Continue cataloging of geologic maps stored in Main Library subbasement – only materials already in the Map Library could be worked with as Main Stacks was closed to entry by anyone not a member of the Central Circulation team.
· Plan and implement process for correcting problems of incorrectly processed geologic maps transferred to Oak Street prior to Geology Library closure – discussed but not implemented because of difficulty in accessing materials
· Create shelf lists to verify and correct as needed locations of map materials housed at Oak Street Library facility – determined how to create shelf lists in Alma
· Create web-based finding aid to plat books held by University Library regardless of physical location – unable to work on project because of lack of physical access to materials in Main Stacks to verify holdings and call numbers
· Upgrade training on Alma received by unit head, create connections between OCLC Connexion and Alma software on unit head and senior library specialist (operations)’s computers; train senior library specialist (operations) in working with OCLC records – While there was some additional training that could be accessed (recorded Zoom presentations and related documentation), most Alma “training” ended up being experiential learning and by trial-and-error; Alma documentation focused on Map Library situations and needs was created to record processes and decisions but also to reinforce Jenny Marie Johnson’s understanding of Alma processes and procedures. Jenny Marie Johnson began to work with Jim Cotter on searching OCLC for matching records and on evaluating records for content completeness and accuracy.




Goals for Fiscal Year 2022
This list of goals could very well be over ambitious given the COVID 19 situation’s fluid nature.
· Apply for funding for graduate assistant for Map Library for FY 2023 (2022-2023)
· Request funding for and hire hourly graduate student for geology map collection cataloging project
· Scanning -- Sanborn fire insurance maps entering public domain on January 1, 2023; USDA soil maps; railroad maps; river maps; maps for other collections as identified
· Refocus Historical Maps Online digital collection – clarify locations of physical originals; clarify relationship with Newberry Library and remove Newberry images if necessary; remove images of areas outside of collection focus; refresh/update metadata; move responsibility for handling contacts and questions by users from RBML to Maps
· Complete training Jim Cotter in searching OCLC for map bibliographic records and in copy catalog practices and procedures
· Remove incorrect tables of contents and image links from bibliographic records for 1st groups of atlases transferred to Oak Street Library Facility 15-20 years ago
· Partner with Library IT and/or Digitization Services to provide linked access from cataloging records for map sets housed at Oak Street to scanned images of graphic indexes and sample map sections
· Resume cataloging of geologic maps stored in Main Library subbasement
· Plan and implement process for correcting problems of incorrectly processed geologic maps transferred to Oak Street prior to Geology Library closure
· Begin work on “host bibliographic records” in Map Library Oak Street location (MAOS) with a side benefit of being able to glean information about number of map sheets in collective folders to create an approximation of the number of map sheets in map cases at Oak Street
· Complete website transformation
· Create web-based finding aid to plat books held by University Library regardless of physical location
· Complete call number shift from Dewey to Library of Congress system
· Resume map collection shift and bibliographic check of maps filed in Room 418
· Relocate sizable, physically sturdy, accompanying texts from vertical files onto book shelves with change in location from mavert (vertical files) to max (open shelves)
· Resume regularly sending boxes of processed maps in folders (primarily geology maps but also maps from the Map Library collection) to Oak Street
· Send books and discs (CDs, DVDs) selected for transfer prior to COVID event to Oak Street (ca 8-12 linear feet)
· Process and add to collection small sets of air photos relocated from office

· Check/update previous work and continue work to catalog Illinois 1:24,000-scale topographic quadrangles
· Revise print guides
· Knoedler air photo finding aid development
· Investigate unverified holdings/locations errors for cartographic materials in “Geology maps” and “Library Main Stacks”
· Plan for assessment and potential transfer of cartographic materials held in Main Stacks (quartos, folios, Government Documents) to Map Library or Oak Street, assisting with Main Stacks preparations for building project
· Work with planning team(s) to develop plans for Map Library in new space
